Applicant Guidelines for Spring Session, 2004 

In memorial to Ron Hernlund, a visionary in our industry, the Northern California Chapter of the National Kitchen and Bath Association has established this scholarship.  Ron Hernlund, president of McPhails Appliance, learned the business from the bottom up, having started as a truck driver.  He set a new standard for the industry with the opening of state-of-the-art “Super Showrooms”.  Ron’s vision for business and the industry is a great legacy complimented by his reputation for integrity, caring, and selflessness in all aspects of his business dealings.  He was able to see the best in people and inspired them to rise far above their own expectations.  To that end, this scholarship is to continue Ron’s legacy by helping others to achieve: 

to the best of their ability in this industry.

Award:

In addition to a monetary award, each award recipient and a guest may attend NKBA’s Northern California Chapter general meetings for one year, at no charge.

The monetary award is:

1. For an NKBA Endorsed College student, a total of $750 will be made in one payment. $750 will be paid at the April NKBA, Northern California, chapter meeting, upon receipt of verification of enrollment.  If not enrolled, the payment defaults to the next ranking candidate.

2. For an NKBA University student, the amount of the applicable NKBA fee for the course will be made upon verification of enrollment.   

Eligibility:

The applicant must be either:

1. A student of an NKBA endorsed college within the Northern California chapter’s region, with a minimum GPA of 3.0, taking a minimum of 6 units, and enrolled in a program leading to a professional certificate in kitchen and bath design,

     




or

2. A student (in Northern California) of NKBA University’s correspondence courses for either kitchen or bath.

Applications:

The selection will be based on the Application for the Ron Hernlund Scholarship, available from the NKBA endorsed college’s interior design office, the chapter’s V.P. of Endorsed Colleges, or the chapter’s website (www.nkbanc.org).

Selection Criteria:

Utilizing a point system, several factors will be considered:  academic achievements, academic and/or professional references, involvement in N.K.B.A. chapter activities, and participation in student chapters of design associations. 

Evaluation:

Selection will be made by a three-person taskforce of industry professionals, chaired by the VP of Endorsed Colleges.
